 All owners/lessees of horses must be a current financial member of NSWAHA and the AHSA and all horses must be 

registered with AHSA to be eligible for nomination in this event. 

Horses and Youth Competitors must be nominated on the official entry form in order to compete for any award. 

There is a cost of $15 per category OR $50- for 5 categories 

No entries will be accepted after 14 th December  2017. 

Result sheets should be submitted within 2 weeks  from each event to the email address below  

Youth points accrue only from Youth classes at NSWAHA events. 

CATEGORY- 9 & 10 Non -Pro points accrue from Non Pro classes only. 

 CATEGORY  1 & 2 Led Purebred and Derivative Halter points can come from State Titles Halter Challenges, Open 

breed classes at  NSW AHA Shows only. 

CATEGORY  3 & 4 Ridden Purebred/Derivative  class Points could come from newcomer , novice ,intermediate and 

open ridden classes *BUT ONLY THE BEST RESULT FROM ONE OF THESE CLASSES AT EACH SHOW CAN BE 

COUNTED*Ridden Purebred/Derivative  class Points can also come from-State Titles ridden Challenge, Jess  

Greenhalgh Memorial Challenge ,Ruth Dalton Memorial Challenge, Baskhan Memorial Sash or S.A Maxwell 

Memorial Sash and The Lesley Maxwell Dowey perpetual shield, East Coast Cup and Ridden Freestyle to Music at 

East Coast Championships . 

CATEGORY  11 & 12 If a horse has multiple registrations points could be gained from all of its double registered 

classes  *BUT ONLY THE BEST RESULT FROM ONE OF THESE CLASSES AT EACH SHOW CAN BE COUNTED* 

CATEGORY  13 ,14 ,15 & 16 –Points gained only from NSW  AHA Shows 

Class 17-The Ultimate Versatility Horse of the year *MUST COMPETE IN “ONE “OF THESE CLASSES-WESTERN 

PLEASURE, COSTUME ,SIDESADDLE  OR WORKING STOCKHORSE at STATE TITLES,NATIONALS and  EAST COAST * 

and can then use points from Breed ridden and led classes as per the rules for  sections 1,2,3,4,13,14,15 and 

16.Points cannot be accrued from classes where not all horses can compete-ie  Non pro classes , double registered 

,Shiranna sashes and youth classes. 

Sections 18 and 19-AMBASSADOR AWARDS-Points can be gained from any OPEN  competition- 

Examples are: Interschools, pony club, Endurance, Agricultural shows, Open Dressage, Royal Shows, Eventing, 

Working Equitation and any Arabian shows in Australia .Points are gained per number of horses in the class as 

listed below. Judge ,steward or show secretary must sign the results card.

  1 ribbon awarded - 1st =1 point 

  4 Ribbons Awarded-1st=4 points, 2nd=3points 3rd=2points 4th =1point 

  10 Ribbons Awarded-1st =10 points,2nd=9 points,3rd= 8 points etc etc 

 Champion =5 points -    Reserve Champion=3 points 

 Supreme/Grand Champion=10 points 

*East Coast Champion =5 points-     East Coast Reserve Champion =3 Top 5 =2 points

* East Coast Champion of Champions =10 points   East Coast Reserve champ of champs=8 points
